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O aumento do indice de pobreza, sobretudo, nos paises subdesenvolvidos ou em
desenvolvimento, reflete disparidades sociais, econdmicas e politicas. A pandemia
deixou ainda mais evidente a desigualdade social e econdmica no Brasil a tal ponto que,
mais de 30% dos 212 milhdes de brasileiros tiveram de ser socorridos, pela primeira fase
do Auxilio-emergencial. Nesse contexto, a pobreza e a distribui¢ao de renda sao, portanto,
questdes a serem enfrentadas pela administracdo publica com formulag¢do e execugdo
estratégica de intervencao planejada em situagdes sociais. Os programas de transferéncia
de renda de natureza ndo contributiva existentes no Brasil hé varias décadas, eles possuem
como objetivo principal o enfrentamento da pobreza, por meio da transferéncia de renda
para familias ou individuos que se encontram em situacdo de precariedade socio
financeira. O Beneficio de Prestacdo Continuada (BPC) ¢ um programa de transferéncia
de renda nd3o contributiva. Este estudo visa reunir e analisar, sob uma perspectiva
dialética, o estadgio atual da situacdo de pobreza e desigualdade de brasileiros, frente ao
BPC, considerando a eficacia socioassistencial aos beneficiarios. O objetivo geral deste
trabalho serd o de analisar o alcance do Beneficio de Prestacio Continuada (BPC)
enquanto ferramenta utilizada pela administragdo publica no combate a pobreza no Brasil,
dentro do recorte histérico de 2003 - 2021. Este estudo se apresentara como exploratorio,
descritivo e argumentativo. No que se refere aos procedimentos técnicos, serd uma
pesquisa documental e bibliografica. A abordagem desta pesquisa ¢ qualitativa e se
fundamentard na dialética. A presente pesquisa, espera produzir indicadores uteis para a
administracao publica, que por intermédio deste, podera aprimorar o modelo de gestao de
suas ferramentas de transferéncia de renda, maximizando a eficiéncia ¢ assertividade na
concessao dos beneficios, contribuindo para a diminuicao da pobreza e constru¢cao de uma
sociedade menos desigual.
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The increase in the poverty rate, especially in underdeveloped or developing countries,
reflects social, economic and political disparities. The pandemic made social and
economic inequality in Brazil even more evident, to the point that more than 30% of the
212 million Brazilians had to be rescued by the first phase of Emergency Aid. In this
context, poverty and income distribution are, therefore, issues to be faced by the public
administration with the formulation and strategic execution of planned intervention in
social situations. The non-contributory income transfer programs that have existed in
Brazil for several decades have as their main objective the fight against poverty, through
the transfer of income to families or individuals who are in a situation of socio-financial
precariousness. The Continuous Cash Benefit (BPC) is a non-contributory income
transfer program. This study aims to gather and analyze, from a dialectical perspective,
the current state of poverty and inequality of Brazilians, in relation to the BPC,
considering the social assistance effectiveness of the beneficiaries. The general objective
of this work will be to analyze the scope of the Continuous Provision Benefit (BPC) as a
tool used by the public administration in the fight against poverty in Brazil, within the
historical period of 2003 - 2021. This study will be presented as exploratory, descriptive
and argumentative. With regard to technical procedures, it will be a documentary and
bibliographical research. The approach of this research is qualitative and will be based on
the dialectic. The present research hopes to produce useful indicators for the public
administration, which, through this, will be able to improve the management model of its
income transfer tools, maximizing efficiency and assertiveness in granting benefits,
contributing to the reduction of poverty and construction of a less unequal society.
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
