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A falta de fiscalizacdo e de aplicacdo efetiva de controles sobre a venda e o uso de
antimicrobianos ¢ citada pela Organizagdo Mundial da Satide como a principal causa da
crescente resisténcia aos microrganismos. Para minimizar as consequéncias deste grave
problema de saude publica, varios paises tém aprimorado a regulagdo da prescri¢do e
dispensacdo de antimicrobianos. No Brasil, medidas de controle foram adotadas pela
Agéncia Nacional de Vigilancia Sanitaria, com a publicagdo da Resolucdo da Diretoria
Colegiada n°® 44, de 26 de outubro de 2010. Acompanhar o comércio de antibacterianos
no Brasil, apds a implementagdo do novo controle de medicamentos antimicrobianos.
Estudo observacional, longitudinal, descritivo, do comércio de antibacterianos em
farmécias e drogarias no Brasil. Serdo analisadas as informacdes sobre a venda de
antibacterianos no periodo entre 01 de janeiro de 2011 e 31 de dezembro de 2014 (48
meses), obtidas a partir dos relatorios da consultoria de mercado farmacéutico IMS
Health, que inclui dados auditados em 55 mil farmécias e drogarias distribuidas por todo
o territério brasileiro, representando aproximadamente 76% dos estabelecimentos
farmaceéuticos privados do pais. A partir dos dados extraidos serdo calculados os volumes
anuais de venda dos antibacterianos incluidos no estudo ¢ as variagdes anuais de venda,
visando identificar tendéncias do mercado de antibacterianos nos quatro primeiros anos
de vigéncia do novo controle de antimicrobianos implementado no Brasil. O
acompanhamento do comércio de antibacterianos no Brasil pode fornecer subsidios para
a avaliacdo dos resultados alcangados apds a implementacdo do novo controle de
medicamentos antimicrobianos, reafirmando a importancia desta politica ou indicando a
necessidade de sua reformulagao ou da adogao de outras medidas de controle.
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The lack of supervision and effective application of controls on the sale and use of
antimicrobials is cited by the World Health Organization as the main cause of the growing
resistance to microorganisms. To minimize the consequences of this serious public health
problem, several countries have improved the regulation of antimicrobial prescribing and
dispensing. In Brazil, control measures were adopted by the National Health Surveillance
Agency, with the publication of Resolution No. 44 of the Collegiate Board of Directors,
of October 26, 2010. Monitoring the antibacterial trade in Brazil, after the implementation
of the new control of antimicrobial drugs. Observational, longitudinal, descriptive study
of the sale of antibacterials in pharmacies and drugstores in Brazil. Information on the
sale of antibacterials in the period between January 1, 2011 and December 31, 2014 (48
months) will be analyzed, obtained from the reports of the pharmaceutical market
consultancy IMS Health, which includes audited data in 55 thousand pharmacies and
drugstores distributed throughout the Brazilian territory, representing approximately 76%
of the country's private pharmaceutical establishments. From the extracted data, the
annual sales volumes of the antibacterials included in the study and the annual sales
variations will be calculated, in order to identify trends in the antibacterial market in the
first four years of the new antimicrobial control implemented in Brazil. The monitoring
of the antibacterials trade in Brazil can provide subsidies for the evaluation of the results
achieved after the implementation of the new control of antimicrobial drugs, reaffirming
the importance of this policy or indicating the need for its reformulation or the adoption
of other control measures.
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
